I respectfully approach you to draw your attention to the above captioned item, Bill 171, which will regulate the Professions of Kinesiology, Naturopathy, and Homeopathy, and is currently due for a third reading in the Legislature.

I am a professional Registered Nutritional Consulting Practitioner (RNCP) and member of the International Organization of Nutritional Consultants (IONC), with __________ years of experience working with the public.  I feel that Bill 171 in the present format, does a great disservice to all RNCPs, and shows no fairness to members of my profession.

For the following reasons, I suggest that Bill 171 be amended so that RNCPs receive fair treatment under Schedule O: Kinesiology Act 2006 and Schedule P: Naturopathy and Homeopathy Act 2006:

1. The Bill is biased in favour of Kinesiology, Naturopathy and Homeopathy at the exclusion of RNCPs, giving these colleges a monopoly in the field of nutrition and natural health therapies. 

2. It sanctions the control of recommending, dispensing and selling of natural health products including therapeutic nutritional supplements, herbs and homeopathic remedies.

3. It discredits and discounts all designations and training outside regulated colleges.

4. It undermines freedom of choice and creates economic disadvantage in healthcare by denying access to insurance coverage for unregulated RNCP services. 

Bill 171 in its present form does not have the support of the IONC and its members, and will not be in the best interests of RNCPs or serve the health needs of the public.  

The Government must ensure RNCPs remain free to practice their chosen modalities from a positive, additive perspective in an open healthcare environment that encourages learning and development without forced, unfair political/economic controls.

IONC executive members must have the opportunity to make submissions and provide input into any and all committees, as well as participate in all public hearings in regards to Bill 171.
